A. Describe the issue your project will address and who is your target audience. Remember your 15-second pitch. Thoroughly describe your project. Discuss all major elements.
Consider in your answer: In detail, what will you actually do for your project? How will this work be accomplished? Has the organization(s) with which you are working given approval of your project? Show key elements of leadership, coordination, and delegation in your description. This is the introduction of your project to the committee. Please be thorough in your description.
B. Discuss your reasons for selecting the project.

Consider in your answer: Why is this particular project of interest to you? How does it relate to your skills, abilities, interests, other community involvement, or future plans? What makes this project personal?
C. Outline the strengths, talents, and skills that you plan to put into action. What skills do you hope to develop?

Consider in your answer: What strengths, talents, and skills do you possess that you will put into action? What skills do you plan to make stronger through practice in your Gold Award project.
D. Describe the steps involved in putting your plan into action, including resources, facilities, equipment, and approvals needed. (Complete the attached project plan and timeline.)

Consider in your answer: What are the tasks you need to complete to make your project happen? What are all of the resources you will need in your plan? If you need transportation and you do not drive, how will you get there? If you need to transport others, how will you make that happen? All equipment, supplies and approvals need to be planned out in advance. Do not just assume that you will be able to borrow everything or that it will be donated from someone. Do you need to have any special training or have others with special skills participate in your project? Include a review of Safety Wise.
E. Enter the names of people or organizations you plan to inform and involve.

Consider in your answer:  Beyond the team you put together, what is the name of every person or organization benefiting from and collaborating with your project? Who will you be informing of what you are doing? Example: I will contact the local Kiwanis chapter to request help with my project.
F. Estimate overall project expenses and how you plan to meet these costs.

Consider in your answer: All items should be listed on the attached Financial Plan Sheet so you do not need to list them here. Here you need to discuss the money part of your project. How are you going to earn money for your project? Even though you will most likely get items donated, how will you come up with the money to cover the costs of items that are unexpectedly not covered by donations? What is your backup plan to cover all costs? 

G. What methods or tools will you use to evaluate the impact of your project?

Consider in your answer:  This needs to be something tangible. Will you have a participant survey? Will you have a participant graffiti sheet? Will you interview participants/volunteers? Will you measure success by numbers of participants or numbers of people benefited? Will your follow-up be immediately after the event, or later? 
H. How will your project be sustained beyond your involvement?

Consider in your Answer:  How will your project continue to make an impact in the future?

I. Describe how you plan to tell others about your project, the project’s impact, and what you have learned. (Web site, blog, presentations, posters, videos, articles, and so on.)

Consider in your answer:  Will the way you have chosen to disseminate this information have an impact on people outside of your Girl Scout Troop? How will you spread the word to people in the community? If you make a poster, where will you display it? If you make a video, where will it be viewed?
